Holy Scripture       ÒSa m son  &  D el i l a h ” Judges 13 – 16 selected verses  
There was a certain man of Zorah, of the tribe of the Danites, whose name was Manoah.  His wife was 
barren, having borne no children.  And the angel of the LORD appeared to the woman and said to her,… 
‘You shall conceive and bear a son.  So then drink no wine or strong drink, and eat nothing unclean, for 
the boy shall be a nazirite to God from birth to the day of his death.’”  Then she said to him, “How can 
you say, ‘I love you,’ when your heart is not with me?  You have mocked me three times now and have 
not told me what makes your strength so great.”  Finally, after she had nagged him with her words day 
after day, and pestered him, he was tired to death.  So he told her his whole secret, and said to her, “A 
razor has never come upon my head; for I have been a nazirite to God from my mother’s womb.  If my 
head were shaved, then my strength would leave me; I would become weak, and be like anyone else.”  
Now the lords of the Philistines gathered to offer a great sacrifice to their god Dagon, and to rejoice; for 
they said, “Our god has given Samson our enemy into our hand.”  When the people saw him, they praised 
their god; for they said, “Our god has given our enemy into our hand, the ravager of our country, who has 
killed many of us.”  And when their hearts were merry, they said, “Call Samson, and let him entertain us.” 



So they called Samson out of the prison, and he performed for them. They made him stand between the 
pillars;  and Samson said to the attendant who held him by the hand, “Let me feel the pillars on which the 
house rests, so that I may lean against them.”  Now the house was full of men and women; all the lords of 
the Philistines were there, and on the roof there were about three thousand men and women, who looked 
on while Samson performed.  Then Samson called to the LORD and said, “Lord GOD, remember me and 
strengthen me only this once, O God, so that with this one act of revenge I may pay back the Philistines 
for my two eyes.”   And Samson grasped the two middle pillars on which the house rested, and he leaned 
his weight against them, his right hand on the one and his left hand on the other.  Then Samson said, “Let 
me die with the Philistines.” He strained with all his might; and the house fell on the lords and all the 
people who were in it. So those he killed at his death were more than those he had killed during his life. 
Now the lords of the Philistines gathered to offer a great sacrifice to their god Dagon, and to rejoice; for 
they said, “Our god has given Samson our enemy into our hand.”  And when their hearts were merry, they 
said, “Call Samson, and let him entertain us.” So they called Samson out of the prison, and he performed 
for them.
