STORY TIME “Duel at Mount Carmel” Pastor Cox

HOLY SCRIPTURE 1Kings18:20-24, 26-39
So Ahab sent to all the Isradlites, and assembled the prophds at Mount Carmel. Elijah then came near to
al the people, and said, How longwill you go limping with two different opinions? If the LoRD is God,
follow him; butif Baal, then follow him.OThe people did not answer him aword. Then Elijah said to the
people, Q, even | only, am |eft a prophe of the LorD; but Baal @ prophes number four hundeed fifty. Let
two bulls be given to us; let them choose onebull for themselves, cut it in pieces, and lay it on the wood,
butputnofiretoit; | will prepare the other bull and lay it onthewood, but putnofiretoit. Thenyou call
on the name of your god and | will call on the name of the LorD; the god who answers by fireisinded
God OAll the people answered, QVell spoken!O So they took the bull that was given them, prepared it,

and called on the name of Baal from morning until noon,crying, GD Baal, answer us OBut there was no
voice, and no answer. They limped about the altar that they had made At noon Elijah mocked them,

saying, CCry aloud! Surely heis a god; either he is meditating, or he has wandeed away, or heis on a
joumey, or perhapsheis aseep and mug be awakened.O Then they cried aloud and, as was ther custom,
they cut themselves with swordsand lances until the blood gushed out over them. As midday passed, they
raved on until thetime of the offering of the oblation, butthere was no voice, no answver, and norespon<.



Then Elijah said to all the people, GCome closer to meQ and all the people came closer to him. First he
repared the dtar of the LORD tha had been thrown down; Elijah took twelve stones, according to the
number of the tribes of the sonsof Jacob, to wham the word of the LoRD came, saying, Qsrael shal be
your nameQ with the stones he built an atar in the name of the LorD. Then he made a trench aroundthe
altar, large enoughto contain two measures of seed. Next he putthewoodin order, cut thebull in pieces,
and laid it on the wood. He said, CFill four jars with water and pour it on the bumt offering and on the
woodO Then hesaid, o it a secondtimeQ and they did it a secondtime. Agan he said, o it a third
timeQ and they did it athird time, so tha thewater ran al aroundthe altar, and filled the trench also with
water. At thetime of the offering of the oblation, the prophé Elijah came near and said, GD LorD, God of
Abraham, Isaac, and Israd, let it be known this day tha you are God in Isradl, tha | am your servant, and
tha | have doneall these thingsat your bidding. Answer me, O LORD, ansver me, so tha this people may
know that you, O LoRD, are God, and that you have turned their hearts back.O Then thefire of the LorRD
fell and consumed the burnt offering, thewood the stones, and the dud, and even licked up the water tha
was in thetrench. When all the people saw it, they fell onther faces and said, Orhe Lorp indeed is God;
the LorD indeed is God O
