A Message from Pastor Nielsen

Dear Members of Salem Lutheran Church,

| have a difficult time mentally accepting that it was just a year ago that many of us were gathered here in this room for the final piece of
our year-long celebration of the 25" anniversary of the founding of Salem Lutheran Church. Over one hundred-fifty people were part of
that celebration and with it we had a worship service that looked as much to the future as it did to the past. Then in June we celebrated the
35th anniversary of the ordination of Senior Pastor Wayne Schmidt. But no one knew at that point that within weeks we would be gathering
once again (this time more than two hundred strong) after the resignation of Pastor Schmidt due to health concerns. But even as 2009 was
indeed a year of transition for Salem Lutheran Church, it was also a year of celebrating the past and a year of looking forward to the future.

There is much to celebrate from 2009. In 2009, we experienced the second-highest worship attendance ever on Easter at 790 (which was
exactly the same worship attendance at the previous Christmas Eve). In 2009, 11 people received the Sacrament of Holy Baptism at Salem
Lutheran Church, including 3 adults. In 2009, our average worship attendance (222) was the highest it had been since 2003. But above all,

in 2009 God the Holy Spirit moved powerfully among the whole congregation, and through the whole congregation living out the Gospel in
their daily lives, countless people experienced God’ s | ove

2009 was also a year for transitions. We began the year talking about the possibilities of a building project to expand our classroom space,
our office space, our practice space, our welcoming space, and/or our storage space. While the other changes Salem encountered last year
have taken some focus away from the building issues, at the end of the day the same needs are present that sparked the conversation to
begin with, namely the aging condition of the portable classrooms, the low visibility of the street sign, the lack of practice space for the
music groups of Salem, the maze of hallways that first-time worshipper often must navigate to get to the sanctuary, and so on. As Salem
looks to the future, a building expansion project continues to loom large in the list of priorities.

The congregation of Salem Lutheran Church also experienced transitions during 2009. The normal ebb and flow of members in and out of
the congregation continued as the communities around Salem remained very transitory. But the overall economic conditions increased the
rate of turnover in the populations that members of the congregation come from, and so there was more transition than normal in that
area.

And finally, the largest transitions that Salem Lutheran Church faced last year had to do with people. In May, long-time congregational
member and member of the 2009 Mission Team Eileen Tietz died. In September Sara Holton resigned as Contemporary Worship Team
Leader. But the largest personnel transition dominated the focus of the congregation in the second half of 2009. Pastor Schmidt had been
the pastor and senior pastor of Salem Lutheran Church for roughly 80% of the existence of the congregation, his departure coming just a
