Someone recently asked me why this congregation would
choose a name associated with witches! ( 1t remi nded me of the time when |
name their child after a theme park). Strange but true.

Salem was originally the name of a pre-Israelite locality of which Melchizedek was the king (Genesis 14:18). Salem is
usually identified with ancient Jerusalem, the city captured by David and made the capital city of Judah (I Chronicles 11:4-

9). Psalm 76:2 parallels Salem with Zion as the abode of God on earth. In Hebrews 7:1-2 , the author W
(Melchizedek) is first, by translation of his name, king of righteousness, and then he is also king of Salem, that is, king of
peacFer.om this passage, Salem is transl|l ated “peace”

Salem is the name of many cities around the world including Salem, Massachusetts, which became famous for the Salem
Witch Trials in 1692 and 1693. The stigma from that event still causes folks to question why Salem would be chosen as a
church name today.

Pastor John Eckhardt, founding pastor of our congregation, chose Salem as the name for this new church because of his
close relationship with a Salem Lutheran Church in Nebraska where he was a seminary student.

In addition to a multitude of international cities, three US ships, many schools, churches, newspapers, and even a
mathematics prize carry the name Salem. It is also a personal name given to people of every race and creed around the
world.

We can be proud of our name because of its association with Biblical and world history from ancient times. Its universal
usage as a name for peace ties us with people of other nationalities and cultures. Far from the religious intolerance of
Salem, Massachusetts in 1692, Jesus gives us the tr

racks on the back (and underneath some) of the pews in our sanctuary. But | feel that a few words are necessary to explain the vision

behind this change.

First, and most importantly, the primary reason for introducing full pew editions of the Bible into our sanctuary is to help those who worship
at Salem to become more familiar with the Bible through the very act of worship. This means that as soon as the Bibles are in the
sanctuary, we will no longer print the Scripture lessons in our bulletin. | feel that it will help our general understanding of Scripture to be
more aware of the context of our lessons, such as what comes immediately before and after the lessons, and what passages may have been
left out by those who appointed the lessons for each Sunday. And simply by the act of opening the Bible on Sunday every week, it will help
those who are unfamiliar with the Bible and thus perhaps are intimidated by the sheer scope of the Bible as a whole, become more
comfortable with opening the pages of Scripture and reading from it.

The flipside of this change is that most of the hymnals will be removed from the sanctuary. However, one copy each of the green LBW, the
blue soft-covered With One VoicéN0V), and the newest hymnal, the red (technically cranberry) Evangelical Lutheran WorsHiLW), will
be placed in each pew for reference purposes, since the 8:00 am service is based on the LBW and the 10:30 am service is based on the ELW
(and has been for almost two years now), and material from the WOV is also used from time to time (such as the order of worship from the
mid-week Lenten services this year).

But back to the pew Bibles. In addition to their place within our worship services, the pew Bibles will have another role within the life of the
congregation. If you know of anyone (including yourself) who wants a Bible or that you feel needs a Bible even if they haven’ daid anything
to you, you are totally free and clear to take one of the pew Bibles and give it to that person. This is where the Birthday envelope in your

box of offering envelopes comes in - the money donated from those envelopes will be used to replace the pew Bibles that are given out.
(That' s also why memorial or honorarium pl ates wo n dddicatedtoaa v
loved one disappears one day.)

So between helping our congregation grow in its familiarity and appreciation of the Scriptures and placing the Bible into the hands of those

in the community who need it the most, | pray that these pew Bibles may be a tremendous blessing to the congregation of Salem Lutheran
Church and to those that the congregation serves with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Special Giving Report Out

Throughout the year there are charitable opportunities at Salem Lutheran Church to give to special causes that make a difference in
our church life and within our extended community. Perhaps you have wondered what the impact of special giving has been this
year? To that question here is a simple summary of Salem Lutheran Church special parishioner giving to date for 2010:

Adaiti Disaster Relief- $950.

Aworld Hunger Relief- $1,170.

Aompassion Fund (local assistance to those in need)- $135.
Arouth Water Buffalo campaign- $1,100.

Birthday Envelope campaign for pew Bibles- $280.

AEART campaign (facilities planning/portable replacement)- $627.

So how were these causes picked and what do these efforts have in common?

Both the Haiti Disaster relief and World Hunger relief efforts are ELCA sponsored causes and Salem has joined in the effort to make a
difference. The World Hunger program is a yearly campaign at Salem which continues to touch others lives.

The Water Buffalo campaign is a new project this year sponsored by our Salem youth and will provide working animals to 3" world
families to help improve their lives.

What these three special appeals have in common is the unique ability to improve the lives of those living in much less fortunate
parts of the world.

Two others, the Compassion Fund and Birthday envelope campaign for pew Bibles, have the ability to impact our local community.
The Compassion Fund, a yearly campaign at Salem, is used to provide food and living expense assistance to help a family or individual
that is in great need. The Birthday envelope contributions will buy pew Bibles for our sanctuary to aid in scripture study and will
make Bibles free to anyone that wants to know about God
campaign.

For the HEART appeal we are off to a very positive start in receiving gifts to support the efforts to plan and permit improvements to
Salem Lutheran Church. Why is HEART important? It is a big part of unlocking our ability to improve our church property. Without
HEART we have little room to better serve our community. To date $627 has been received for design and permit work. As funds
continue to materialize we will be able to move forward with specific task work including:

HObtaining a full property survey with site topographical study.
,&?reparing campus expansion plans for Orange County review.

Kompleting civil engineering and other consultant reports.

God has indeed blessed us so we can make a difference. Your gifts to help others in the world and to help Salem become a stronger
presence in our community are indeed greatly appreciated!
