Imagine what 
the world would look like if we took “the ministry of reconciliation” (2 Corinthians 5:16-21) to heart and 
were reconciled to one another out of love for Christ. As the song says, “What a wonderful world.”

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Filling the Gaps
A Message from Pastor Jeff

Dear Members and Friends of Salem Lutheran Church,

I know most of you by now have heard the news that our Congregational President Eric Schubert 
suffered a massive heart attack on Saturday, June 26th and then died on Tuesday, June 29th.  Thank you 
again for your prayers and acts of support and mercy for Diane, Daniel, and Jennifer Schubert and for 
the rest of their family.

But even as Eric’s earthly family mourns his lost, his brothers and sisters in Christ do as well.  We 
grieve, and yet our grief is also tempered by hope, knowing of Eric’s faith in Jesus Christ, who died for 
Eric’s sins and ours, and who was raised from the dead to destroy the power of death over Eric and us.  
Thanks be to God!

But Eric’s loss also raises many practical considerations for the congregation of Salem Lutheran 
Church.  Eric was one of those “fill the gaps” people, someone who was always among the first to step 
forward when a need was identified within the life of the congregation.  And I’ve met few, if any, who 
were better at it than Eric Schubert.  

So in the interest of both honoring Eric and his work within the congregation and in order to make the 
whole congregation aware of what needs to be done to “fill the gaps” that Eric had been filling at the 
time of his death, here is a list of all that I could think of that Eric did for Salem:

Congregational President – Eric had been elected as Congregational President again after 
spending almost a year off Mission Team and after serving for two years (2007,2008) as 
President.  Scott Fetterhoff was elected as Congregational President to serve out the rest of 
this year in that office, having served as Congregational President in 2009.

Mission Team member – Eric had been elected in December of 2009 to serve a three year 
term as a member of the Mission Team.  His position on the Mission Team has not been filled 
as I write this.

Assisting Minister – Eric was in the rotation of those serving as Assisting Minister, mainly for 
the 10:30 am service.  He was also usually the one to step forward to be the second Assisting 
Minister to help distribute the wine during Communion each Sunday.  No new Assisting 
Ministers have been trained to replace him, and we will continue to need others to step 
forward to help serve the wine during Communion.

Acolyte Coordinator, 10:30 am service – Eric put together the schedule for those serving as 
acolytes for the 10:30 am service.  Meredith Csobadi has taken over this responsibility at least 
for now, but may be willing to turn it over to another person.

Tech Team, 9:15 am Contemporary Service – Eric was one of the primary people who ran 
the computer controlling the projectors and sound during the Contemporary Service.  Marcy 
Kraft and others on the Contemporary Worship Team are currently training several youth to 
learn how to use the computer, but another adult or two on the Tech Team could also be 
helpful. (Pastor Jeff’s Message Continues)

Teller (Offering Counter) –Eric was one of only a handful of people serving in the essential 
role of Teller.  A few former Tellers have stepped forward to take Eric’s place in the rotation 
even as the Finance Committee is approaching others to invite them to be trained as Tellers.  

Bass, Senior Choir – Eric was one of those who sang the bass part in the Senior Choir at the 
10:30 am service.  No new bass singer has been identified to replace Eric.

In addition to those specific roles he played in the life of the congregation, Eric also served in the 
following more abstract roles:

Steward of the Vision of the Congregation – Eric was a visionary leader who believed that 
the best times for Salem are yet to come.  He also believed that several things were needed in 
order to reach that vision, such as the construction of a building addition that would include 
much more than just classrooms, but better offices, music space, storage space, ample 
greeting spaces, etc., the expansion of the staff of the congregation, and the development of a 
much larger corps of volunteers for the mission and ministry of Salem Lutheran Church.  Who 
will now embrace the roll of Steward of the Vision for the sake of the mission of the 
congregation?

Money Talks – Eric was never afraid to talk to the congregation about the joy of supporting 
the mission and ministry of the Gospel through our financial giving.  He was not afraid to 
challenge the congregation to grow in their level of giving.  As Eric would remind us: “Like my 
dad said to me about our level of giving, ‘It’s okay to be where you are, but it’s not okay to stay 
there.’” Who will be willing to challenge the congregation to grow in their level of giving?

Beacon of Courage – Eric was never afraid of meeting a challenge.  When others were 
talking about how something couldn’t be done, Eric was sure God was going to find a way.  
When someone was angry or disappointed with Eric (yes, this did happen from time to time), 
he wouldn’t be afraid to sit down with that person and talk it out in a loving and respectful 
way.  Who will now shine forth as a beacon of courage to the congregation during these very 
challenging times?

Font of Optimism – Eric was one of the most optimistic persons I’ve ever known.  When it 
seemed that we’d never put together a stable Nursery ministry for Sunday mornings, Eric 
literally vowed to have one in place before he died.  When it seemed that we’d never get that 
Cell “tower” contract signed, Eric kept with it and got it done, and as I write this the first check 
from T-Mobile has just come in. (A brief word on that, however:  One of the things Eric was 
most determined about was that those checks would not be used to meet Salem’s budget, but 
instead that those funds would be set aside for the Building Fund, or as contingency funds for 
property repairs, etc.  I completely support Eric’s desire for the use of those funds.)  Who will 
now choose to be optimistic for the future of Salem and for the overcoming of any challenge?

Here’s the thing about filling these gaps – it can’t be the work of just one person.  Many will need to 
step forward to fill these gaps, even as the other gaps that Eric wasn’t filling are also addressed.  If 
you’ve ever wondered when would be a good time to get more involved, it’s now.  

If you’ve ever wondered when would be a good time to maybe stretch in your financial giving to 
Salem, it’s now.  If you ever wondered when it would be a good time to step up, speak up, gear up, it’s 
now.

But even as you contemplate answering this call to action, there’s something else I want to share 
about Eric, and that’s the one significant issue that would occasionally limit his effectiveness as a 
leader.  Eric truly seemed to believe that most everyone else in the Church (not just Salem) was just as 
humble, self-sacrificing, reliable and non-controlling as he was, but I’m sure I don’t need to point out 
that unfortunately this just isn’t true.  Sorry Eric, but most of us are far more prideful, selfish, 
unreliable and/or controlling than you seemed to realize or were willing to believe.  

But that means that if we’re going to answer this call to action in any meaningful way, then we all 
must swallow our pride, stop looking out for just our own interests, actually do what we promise to 
do, and give up our sometimes pathological need to control everything around us and get our own 
way.  We must do this in order to be effective in what we do to move the mission of Salem Lutheran 
Church forward, for the sake of our calling as the people of God, and for the sake of the memory of 
Eric John Schubert and his belief in us as fellow Christians.  

It’s a tall order, but that’s why Christ died for our sins, rose from the dead, and gave us the Holy Spirit: 
to accomplish those things that we’d never be able to do on our own for the sake of the Gospel!

I.A.    We have a new Senior Pastor in place before the end of the year.

FOCAL: Executive Committee

ACTIONS TAKEN: The Call Committee has been formed, is meeting regularly, and is in 
the process of completing the Ministry Site Profile.

CURRENT STATUS: Once the profile is approved by the ELCA Synod the interview 
process can begin as call Pastoral candidates are provided by Synod.

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL: 50%

I. B.    We have a balanced budget at the end of the year.
FOCAL: Finance

ACTIONS TAKEN: Monthly financial reports are being published in the Salem Spirit to 
keep the congregation aware of our budget status. ”Temple talks” and newsletter 
articles are emphasizing the need to fulfill our pledges and continue to support Salem 
during this transition period.

CURRENT STATUS:  As of the end of the second quarter we have received $133,897 
in income or 40.6% of our yearly budgeted income. We are currently running a deficit of 
$16,862 against actual expenses for the year. The Executive board will continue to monitor 
our status and keep the congregation updated as to specific actions required.

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL: 40%

I.C.     Identified program needs are filled by congregational members who step forward and maket it  
happen.

FOCAL: Executive Committee

ACTIONS TAKEN:  A need to improve the landscaping outside of the church was identified 
and various individuals and groups within the congregation came forward to fulfill the need. 
A new Hawaiian service has been added to meet a need for the local Hawaiian population 
as well as enrich the service options for our own congregation. Another need for an 
additional women‘s circle was identified and a member stepped forward to form one. A new 
treasurer was needed and another member stepped forward to fill the position.

CURRENT STATUS:  We have new landscaping in front of the church, a new service on 
the first Monday of each month, a new women’s circle,  and a new treasurer. 

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL: Salem is blessed with a caring congregation                
that is generous with its time, talents, and resources.  Ongoing.

ASSIMILATION
II. A.   We maintain our average Sunday attendance from 2009. 

FOCAL: Pastors

ACTIONS TAKEN:  Continue to display each Sunday’s attendance numbers. Newsletter 
articles and church announcements continue to emphasize the need to reach out to others 
who may not be attending to encourage them to come each Sunday. The Nu Oli Hawaiian 
Worship Service has been created. A new Contemporary Worship Team Leader has been 
appointed to lead our Contemporary service.

CURRENT STATUS: Our attendance for the 2nd quarter of 2010 was 220, which represents a 
13% decrease from the 2nd quarter of 2009.  The year-to-date attendance for 2010 is 217, 
this represents a 13% decrease from the average attendance at this point in 2009, and a 
10% decrease when compared with the 2008-2009 program year.  The average attendance 
for the 2009-2010 program year (3rd quarter 2009-2nd quarter 2010) is 206.
For historical comparison: The average attendance for the 2nd quarter of 2007 (which also 
included Easter) was 220.  The year-to-date average attendance for this year also equals that 
of 2007 and is greater than that of 2005 (206).  Program year average attendance in 2004-
2005 (196). Program year average attendance in 2006-2007 (201). Program year average 
attendance in 2009-2010 (206)

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL: Our attendance is down for this year due to leadership and 
economic issues that are influenced by the on-going Senior Pastor call process and the 
transition in the leadership of the Contemporary Worship Service. However, the Nu Oli
Hawaiian Service has helped to mitigate the decreased attendance.  

II. B.   We provide four all-church social events in 2010.  
FOCAL: Fellowship

ACTIONS TAKEN:  Two concurrent Super Bowl parties were held in the 1st qtr and a “Lunch 
Bunch” gathering after Sunday services was held this quarter. 

CURRENT STATUS:  Two all-church social events have been held to date with an all-church 
picnic scheduled for the third quarter.

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL:  50%

SERVICE
III. A.  We hold one all-community special event this year. 

FOCAL: Service

ACTIONS TAKEN: Planning for a community event is on the agenda of two of the church 
committees. 

CURRENT STATUS:  Nothing scheduled yet but looking at a possible fall event.

CURRENT STATUS:.  More to be done after appeal in IV.B. has been completed.

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL: 10%

IV. B.  An initial appeal is made to the congregation with funds secured to finance the necessary surveys and 
entitlement design work to enable County review and approval of expansion of the church building. 

FOCAL: Stewardship

ACTIONS TAKEN:  Offering envelopes allow designation of contributions to Heart fund and 
Mission Team has designated all of those funds to be used for financing of necessary 
permitting and surveys. First appeal to congregation has been made through temple talk and 
Spirit article. Follow up actions are being considered by the Mission Team including 
dedicating all Schubert memorial funds to the HEART fund.

CURRENT STATUS:  Initial contributions have come in which are building into a usable fund. 

PROGRESS TOWARDS GOAL:  10%  The congregation continues to
designate offerings to this fund now totaling approximately $2K.
