B
while the senior pastor of Salem has been the primary leader in these areas of ministry, Pastor
Schmidt was not exclusively responsible for carrying them out. Thus during the brief time before
receive our Interim Senior Pastor, | can cover these areas of ministry without restriction and then
back into my traditional roles as Associate Pastor after the arrival of the Interim Senior Pastor.

However, there were several areas of ministry that were the exclusive responsibility of the senior
pastor. These include preaching @mristmas Eve andEaster, leading theGrief and Support Groups
as well as th&mployment Support Group, and teachingatechism classes.

Because these areas of ministry were not shared, it is essential that the Interim Senior Pastor be
given the privilege of providing the pastoral leadership for them. The Interim Senior Pastor will n
be required by any means to lead them in the same way that Pastor Schmidt did or even to be th
only one responsible for them, but those decisions can only be made through the Interim Senior
Pastor.

What this means for us in a practical sense is that we will have to wait for the Interim Senior Pas:
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Pastor convenes them. The Interim Senior Pastor will have to decide how to provide the leaders
for the Grief and Support Groups. We can count on the Interim Senior Pastor preaching on Chri:
Eve and will almost certainly be here as late as Easter as well and thus preach on that event.

On the other hand, as a congregation we can affirm thatRie of Confirmation will still occur on
Reformation Sunday, October 25t at the 10:30 am service.

We can also affirm that the lengthy comprehensival Catechism exam will need to becancelled
for this year, as the Cat 3 students will not have sufficient time to prepare for it.

Dealing with these practical issues may be a bit frustrating, which | can certainly appreciate, but
pastoral transitions can be very chaotic times for congregations. But we can rest assured that frc
