eflecting Upon the Discernment Meeting

A Message from Pastor Jeff

Dear Members and Friends of Salem Lutheran Church,

As you know, on November 8t a discernment meeting was held by many of the leaders within the life of the congregation. In
preparation for the meeting Pr. Nielsen gave us a survey to fill out. One item near the beginning of the survey jumped out at me, and
brought my heart and mind back four-and-a-half years earlier to when | first started working at Salem. The item was in Segment B

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This was an important point to bring up back then, because Salem was reeling from several difficult factors. It had been less than a
year since the three hurricanes of 2004 had come roaring through, disrupting the lives of individuals and families, and the life of the
congregation. Pastor Schmidt had suffered his initial knee injury at the beginning of 2005, and by May had only just come back to

work but was still recovering physically. And finally, Wayne Theurer, Salem’ s Youth and Christi e
resigned just days after Pr. Schmidt’' s i njhdaureyasaa Asdoaateini t
Ministry for the congregation (a decision that came at the end of an extended period of conflict between Mr. Theurer and several key
leaders.) That also meant that the youth program had virtually disappeared from Salem.

In other words, within the congregation there had been some conflict and turmoil and, more importantly, some unhealthy ways of
dealing with it. But now, in 2009, that important issue was staring me in the face on the survey, and forced me to reflect once again
onit. So how well does Salem handle conflict now, at the end of 2009? The survey offered a rank of 1 through 6, with 1 being

“Untrue” and 6 being “True."” I f | remember corr ectHled3.s.
If I had filled out that survey back in 2005, though, | think | would have put a 1 or a 2. In other words, | think that there has been

some progress in regards to this issue, but theren)s sti

an individual? When you have a disagreement with someone else, do you speak (not email or text) directly with the person? When
someone has a disagreement with you, do you listen to their point of view without lashing back at them, no matter how hard it is to
hear? (This is probably the hardest yet also the most essential part of having healthy relationships.) | appreciate how hard it can be
to talk directly with someone that we’'re in disagreemen
receiving end of what happens when this is not done.

But that's where forgiveness comes in, where grace cmome
someone’'s going to mess up with us. When that happenen
connection as we set aside our instinct for retaliation and vindication to allow the cycle of vengeance and revenge to be broken.
Consider just giving away the grace and forgiveness, rather than waiting for the other person to earn it somehow (just as God does for
us) . That doesn’t mean that things can go back to twhe
beginnings are possible, especially if we take the time and the risk to speak directly with those persons with whom we have wounded
relationships.

This issue carries over into our personal lives as well, especially in the midst of the holidays, when emotions and expectations are at
their highest. If you experience strained relationships during the holidays, | hope that these insights can help you to inspire a
healthier pattern of relating to each other during these special days. And | hope that Salem continues to improve in this area so that
it can be as healthy as possible as it moves forward in the transition process, especially at the point it is meeting with those God has
placed before the congregation for consideration for the position of senior pastor.

As we open our hearts and minds to what the Lord has in
store for us in the coming year, we continue with the
remaining stewardship reflections (taken from the
National Stewardship Office of the Church of England) for
your consideration:

5. Keep on Giving

Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap
sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap
generously. Each of you should give what you have
decided in your heart to give, not reluctantly or under
compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is
able to bless you abundantly, so that in all things at all
times, having all that you need, you will abound in every
good work. 2 Corinthians 938

It is vital that we continue to give during a downturn, and
not only because churches and charities depend on our
giving. As we give, we respond to the generosity of God
who gives us all that we are and have.

6. Rebuilding Generous Communities

All the believers were together and had everything in
common. They sold property and possessions to give to

anyone who had need. Every day they continued to meet

together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their
homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts,

praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And

the Lord added to their number daily those were being
saved. Acts 2 v447

A feature of many previous recessions was the willingness
of members of a community to provide support to one
another. Today, many geographical communities are less
strong — with residents barely knowing the names of
neighbors, often simply recognizing them by the car that
they drive.

We may have stronger relationships with those with
whom we work, or socialize. Whatever community we
identify with, a sign of our commitment to that
community is our willingness to sacrifice something to
meet the needs of others in the community. Times of
recession bring together people with needs, and people
with a willingness to share. Churches are ideally placed to
provide | ocal | eadership
love in practical ways.

7. A Spiritual Downturn Can Be a Spiritual Upturn

So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, con
to live your lives in him, rooted and built up in him,
strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and
overflowing with thankfulness. Colossians 2 v6,7

What does it mean to be rooted in Christ? Imagine a
house plant where each leaf and flower receives the
nourishment it needs through the root system, and up
the stalk and out to the very tips of the plant. So too
every part of our lives can be nourished by Christ; bringing
peace and calm from anxiety, the wisdom to handle
financial and other pressures, and comfort in times of
burden, grief and sorrow.

return to where we started these reflections; combating a
culture that does not encourage thankfulness, indeed
which spends millions of dollars every year to encourage
discontentment. Recessions are difficult times, and there
is pain and financial hardship for many; but there may be
some way in which we can come out stronger, both as
individuals and as a society.
